Pastoral Notes  
“Four No”- John 9: 1-7.  

Sometimes in life, 
we are dealt what seems to 
be a bad hand, but seldom 
do the cards we are dealt 
rival that of a person born 
blind.  All that most of us 
are dealt is a Four No 
Trump hand which 
positions us with just 
enough good cards to stay 
in the game, but not 
enough to be assured of 

victory.  Still, we must play 
with what we’re dealt.  

“When life gives 
you lemons, make 
lemonade” – trusting that 
whatever you are going 
through, God has your 
back. Even when your 
cards include inadequacies, 
infertilities, infidelities or 
iniquities, have faith, your 
partner (Jesus) will always 
have a winning hand.  You 
may be broke, but Jesus can 
fix it; under attack, but 

Jesus can nix it; singing a 
sad song, but watch Jesus 
remix it.  You wait it out, 
and let Jesus work it out. 

Jesus clearly states, 
all our troubles are not 
the result of personal sin, 
but allowed so that the 
power of God can be 
displayed in our lives.  
God works through your 
problems to show he is 
working in your life. 
When the devil tries to cut
