Call To Worship
Leader: Be on the lookout for the Second Coming of Jesus Christ! Do not be caught off

guard by all the naysayers, this is not “fake news.” The Word of God “is alive and active”
and describes a fearful, somber time for the wicked, but a day of peace for the
righteous. 2 Peter 3.3, 7,9; Heb 4:12; Rom 14:17; Titus 2:13

Congregation: Scripture warns us to avoid complacency and speaks of the importance
of being vigilant in our watchfulness. “Be very careful, .. how [we] live—not as unwise but
as wise, making the most of every opportunity.” Further, we should “be of sober spirit, be
on the alert .. [our] adversary, the devil, prowls around .. seeking someone to devour.”
Eph 5:15-16; 1 Pet 5:8

ALL: If we are in Christ Jesus, we need not “let [our] heart be troubled” and can look at
the Second Coming of Christ through the lens of great hope and expectation rather than
fear. Let us make room for the King! AMEN. John 14:1-3; Prov 4:23, 25-27; Luke 21.3-36

Scripture Lesson: Matthew 24:36-44 (NIV)
Leader: 36 “But about that day or hour no one knows, not even the angels in heaven, nor
the Son, but only the Father. 37 As it was in the days of Noah, so it will be at the coming

of the Son of Man.

Congregation: 38 For in the days before the flood, people were eating and drinking,
marrying and giving in marriage, up to the day Noah entered the ark; 39 and they knew
nothing about what would happen until the flood came and took them all away. That is
how it will be at the coming of the Son of Man.

Leader: 40 Two men will be in the field; one will be taken and the other left. 41 Two
women will be grinding with a hand mill; one will be taken and the other left.
Congregation:42 “Therefore keep watch, because you do not know on what day your
Lord will come. 43 But understand this: If the owner of the house had known at what time
of night the thief was coming, he would have kept watch and would not have let his
house be broken into.

ALL: 44 So you also must be ready, because the Son of Man will come at an hour when
you do not expect him. AMEN.
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
